Be able to distinguish a prediction from simple observations.-  What words could indicate that it was a prediction?

Gravity causes water to flow from higher places to lower places on the earth and in the stream table models.
Plant roots help protect soil from water erosion when it rains.

Water freezing and expanding (Ice) breaks rocks into soil. 

Loose sand particles are easily carried by the wind creating problems on the North Carolina Coast.

Sand grains knocking the paint off of beach houses, and a farmers rich topsoil being blow away are two good examples of what wind erosion can do.

Rain clouds are the constant source of the water that flows over and through the state of North Carolina.

Water moving underground causes underground caverns to form like those at Linville Caverns in the North Carolina Mountains.

Stream beds form when water comes from the cup in a stream table experiment.

Soil is carried downstream by the river when students continually add water to the stream table.  
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Soil with the larger particles in size settles first when a jar of soil, rocks, sand and clay are mixed together.  They layer by the heaviest to the lightest.  

When doing the jar investigation the experimenter is collecting evidence on how streams deposit soil. If large amounts of water flow down a steep stream bed, the banks will erode quickly and the water will flow quickly.

Dams are designed to hold back water so that the river will not flood its banks.
Dams provide places for people to boat swim and fish in the lake behind that dam that is created.  In some cases a dam can provide electricity for a town.

When contour lines are shown closer together the slope is steeper and usually the hiking is more difficult.
A meandering stream is a stream where erosion on one bank and deposits on the other bank make big curves in the riverbed.  

When a fast moving narrow river flows into a large body of water like a lake or ocean you would expect the water to slow and a delta to form.

Plants and trees along the river bank help protect the bank from erosion.
