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Sometimes a book makes me feel a
certain way. | can write about that
feeling, and why the book makes me feel
that way. | can also talk about what the
character(s) in the book might be
feeling.

Author's Craft

Sometimes authors use special words,
paint pictures in my mind with words,
make me wish | could write like they
do, use funny language, write really
skillful dialogue, etc. | can explain why
and give examples of special things
the author does to make me like the

Character Map

| can draw a map of a character in the
story. | can include personality traits,
descriptions, actions, quotes, and
anything else | think is interesting about

that character. | should include examples

from the story telling why | think these
things.

Vocabulary

Sometimes there are words in a story
that | want to learn—to pronounce, use
correctly, and understand. | can list
these words (at least 3) in my log, with
the page number they were on. | can
use them in a sentence and write what |
“think” they mean using context clues.

Title Explanation

Whenever | look at a new book or chapter

title, | try to predict what the book or
chapter will be about. After | read the

book or chapter, | usually have a different

idea of why the author used the title he/
she did. | can write about the titles of
books and chapters—what | think they
mean before reading, and what they
actually meant after reading. Some
authors do not name their chapters. | can
make up my own chapter titles, and
explain why | named them this.

Special Story Part

When | find a part in the book that | really
like, | can write the page number in my
log so | can remember where to find it. |
can write 4-5 sentences about why | think
it is so special.

Me & The Book

(Personal Understandings) Sometimes
what | read makes me think about my
own life . | can write about an event or a
character in a book that reminds me of
my life. | need to tell what is in the book,
and what it reminds me of in my life.

Sequence

Sometimes events in the book might be

important to remember in the order they
happened. | can make a sequence chart,
map, or list of these events, and tell why
| think they are important.
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Compare & Contrast

Compare/Contrast | can tell how two
things are alike and different. Two
characters, two books, myself to a
character, a book to a movie—any two
things that share similarities and
differences. | can use a Venn Diagram
or create my own design in my log. |
should include several quality
examples.

Prediction

| can think about the story so far, and
predict what | think will happen next. |
can predict a whole book, the next
chapter, or how the story might end. |
should explain how | made my
prediction.
