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Science
In science last week the students continued observations of the eco-chambers.  Last week we added elodea, duckweed, snails and fish to our aquariums.     We will be taking our WCPSS Blue Diamond Ecosystem Test next week – September 27th.  I have given the students a study sheet.  If they have lost it, you can find an additional copy on my website.  If the students know my study sheet they will know the test.  These study sheets will also be great to use to review for the EOG later in the year.

The other portion of the test is a blank US map.  Students will be given a word list so they can spell the states.  Students should be able to fill out the map entirely.

Math 

Last week we continued to work with area and perimeter of rectangles, triangles and parallelograms.  The material is moving at a pretty quick pace.  The children seem to be grasping the concepts, but will need additional practice to place the formulas and concepts into their memory. We took the Unit 2 Math Test on Thursday, but I was not pleased with the performance so I will be re-teaching and giving the children the opportunity to  retake the test which covers area & perimeter of quadrilaterals and triangles.  The children were missing problems where they had to find the area of complex shapes.  They have to use what they are given to figure out the un-named sides and then determine area and perimeter.  If you can create problems like this for your child to work it could be very helpful.
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Children need to make sure that they rework problems they are missing and understand their math rows during the week.

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Students may rework any missed problem on a separate sheet of paper for credit.  

They must write an explanation as to why they made the error for each problem.  I look very favorably upon those that redo work they have made error on.
